1. I hereby certify that my dog(s) is/are in good health and has/have not been ill with any communicable 
condition in the last 90 days. I further certify that my dog(s) has/have not harmed or shown aggressive 
or threatening behavior towards any person or any other dog.  

2. I understand that I am solely responsible for any harm caused by my dog(s) while my dog(s) is/are 
attending Lake Forest Kennel Club Daycare Program (“Program”) including but not limited to 
physical or property damage, medical bills, and or legal bills. 
 

3. I understand and agree that in admitting my dog(s) to the Program, Lake Forest Kennel Club’s staff 
have relied on my representation that my dog(s) is/are in good health and has/have not harmed or 
shown aggressive or threatening behavior towards any person or any other dog. 

 
4. I understand and agree that by admitting my dog(s) to the Program there are certain risks inherent 

with a cage free environment that include, but are not limited to, injury and illness from interaction 
with other dogs and that Lake Forest Kennel Club, their staff and volunteers will not be liable for any 
injuries or harm caused to or by my dog(s) and that I assume full financial and legal responsibility for 
any injuries or illnesses that my dog(s) sustains provided reasonable care and precautions have been 
followed. 

 
5. I understand and agree that Lake Forest Kennel Club, their staff and volunteers will not be liable for 

any injuries or damages to my dog(s) arising out of or from the daycare and or boarding of my dog(s), 
provided reasonable care and precautions are followed, and I hereby release them of all liability of 
any kind whatsoever arising from my dog(s) attendance and participation in the Program. 

 
6. I agree to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Lake Forest Kennel Club from any injury or harm of 

any kind whatsoever to third parties. 
 
7. I understand and agree that dogs can sometimes receive minor cuts and scratches at daycare and any 

problems that develop with my dog(s) will be treated as deemed best by Lake Forest Kennel Club, at 
their sole discretion, and that I assume full financial responsibility for any and all expenses involved. 

 
 
 

  

  

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

8. The Program is open for business Monday through Friday from 7:30 am to 6:00 pm, except for   
certain holidays that will be posted. The Program is not an overnight facility. If you want your dog to 
stay overnight, a boarding reservation is required and is subject to availability. The Program staff 
goes off duty at 6:00 pm. There is a $5.00 charge for each 5- minute time period that a dog is picked 
up after 6:00 pm. 

Half Day programs are offered in the morning and in the afternoon and have designated drop off and 
pick up hours. Dogs participating in the morning program should be dropped off between 7:30 am 
and 8:30 am and are to be picked up by 12:00 pm. Dogs participating in the afternoon program 
should be dropped off between 1:00 pm and 2:00 pm and picked up by 6:00 pm. Dogs dropped off or 
picked up before or after the designated half day program hours will be considered full day and 
charged the full day rate. 

9. I understand and agree that if my dog(s) are not picked up from daycare by 6:15 pm, at the sole 
election of Lake Forest Kennel Club, the dog(s) may be boarded and I will pay both the daycare and 
overnight boarding fees upon pick up of my dog(s). An additional late fee charge may also be 
assessed at the sole discretion of Lake Forest Kennel Club. 

10. I understand and agree that Lake Forest Kennel Club reserves the right to change prices, fees, hours 
of operation and the policies and procedures of the Program without prior notice. A copy of the 
current Daycare Program Policies and Pricing is attached. 

11. Program fees are based on a pass plan and are valid for the calendar month purchased. Any unused 
days purchased for a given month will be forfeited.  

12. Cancellations made with less than 24 hours prior notice will be charged a full day’s fee.

Daycare Program Policies and Pricing 

 
The purpose of Lake Forest Kennel Club Daycare Program is to provide a safe, fun and stimulating social 
environment for dogs during weekday business hours. To ensure the safety and health of your pet and our 
other guests, we require all dog owners and guests to comply with the following rules and regulations: 

• AGE: All dogs must be at least 12 weeks of age or older. 
 

• SEX: All dogs 7 months or older must be spayed or neutered. 
 

• SHOTS: All dogs must have up-to-date vaccinations. Owners must submit written proof of 
Rabies, DHLPP and Bordatella vaccinations. Rabies is required for puppies over 4 months of age. 
 

• HEALTH: All dogs must be in good health. Owners will certify their dog(s) are in good health 
and have not been ill with a communicable condition in the last 90 days. Upon admission, all 
dogs must be free from any condition which could potentially jeopardize other guests. Dogs that 
have been ill with a communicable condition in the last 90 days will require veterinarian 
certification of health to be admitted or readmitted. 
 

• BEHAVIOR: All dogs must be non-aggressive and not food or toy protective. Owners will certify 
their dogs have not harmed or shown any aggressive or threatening behavior towards any person 
or any other dog(s). Please remember that your dog will be spending time with other dogs and the 
safety and health of all guests is our main concern. 
 

• APPLICATION: All dogs must have a completed, up-to-date and signed application on file.  
 

• DIETS: We serve our guests Iams Veterinary Formula, which is a low residue food for 
management of the GI Track. Should you desire that your dog eat his own brand/type of food, 
please let us know and we will follow your instructions. 
 

• DROP OFF AND PICK UP TIMES:  Dogs participating in the Full Day program should be 
dropped off between 7:30 am and 8:30 am and are to be picked up by 6:00 pm. Half Day 
programs are offered in the morning and in the afternoon. Dogs participating in the morning 
program should be dropped off between 7:30 am and 8:30 am and are to be picked up by 
12:00pm. Dogs participating in the afternoon program should be dropped off between 1:00 pm 
and 2:00 pm and picked up by 6:00 pm. Dogs dropped off or picked up before or after the 
designated half day program hours will be considered full day and charged the full day rate.  

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

• DAYS AND HOURS: Full Day hours are Monday through Friday from 7:30 am to 6:00 pm. 
Morning half day hours are from 7:30 am to 12:00 pm. Afternoon half day hours are from 1:00 
pm to 6:00 pm. The Daycare Program is not an overnight facility. If you want your dog to stay 
overnight, a boarding reservation is required. Daycare staff goes off duty at 6:00 pm and there is a 
$5.00 charge for each 5-minute time period that a dog is picked up after 6:00 pm. If your dog is 
not picked up by 6:15 pm, at the sole election of Lake Forest Kennel Club, the dog may be 
boarded and there will be a boarding charge in addition to the charge for daycare. 

• FEES: Fees are based on either a single day or multiple-day pass plan that is valid for the 
calendar month purchased. Any unused days purchased for a given month will be forfeited. 
Current fees are: 
 

 ½ day pass  $25.00 

 1-day pass:  $35.00 

 5-day pass:  $165.00 ($33.00 per day) 

 10-day pass:  $320.00 ($32.00 per day) 

 15-day pass  $465.00 ($31.00 per day) 

 Additional dogs:  $30.00 per day/dog  

• MEDICATIONS:  During your dog’s stay with us, we will administer medications as instructed 
by you or your veterinarian. The cost is $4.00 per day for standard medications and $8.00 per day 
for insulin injection. 

• RESERVATIONS: Required.  Cancellations with less than 24 hours advanced notice will be a 
charged a full day’s fee.
